1. OUT OF BOUNDS
a) Beyond any hedge,  fence or line of white  stakes de�ning  the boundary   
 of the course (inside fences on the 12th, 13th, 14th & 18th holes de�ne   
 the boundary  of the course).
b) Beyond  the line of white  posts  on the dam and/or  next  to the lake on the  
 1st hole.
c) In or over  the stream running  along the right  hand side of the 2nd and  
 14th fairways  and in or over  the stream running  along the right  hand side  
 of the 18th hole.
d) Beyond  the line of white  posts  to the left  of the 17th fairway.

2. WATER HAZARDS RULE 26-1
 All  areas de�ned  by yellow  stakes.
 A ball coming  to rest on a bridge  or pathway  across a water  hazard is in  
 the hazard.

3. LATERAL WATER HAZARDS RULE 26-1 b 
 All  areas de�ned  by red stakes.
 A ball coming  to rest on a bridge  or pathway  across a lateral water   
 hazard is in the hazard.

4. GROUND UNDER REPAIR
 Play is prohibited  from  any area de�ned  as GUR, as de�ned  by its white  
 paint  perimeter,  and relief  must  be taken under  Rule 25-1. 

5. OBSTRUCTIONS RULE 24
a) Movable  (24-1) - Stones in bunkers.
b) Immovable  (24-2) - all �xed  course furniture,  constructed  paths, sprinkler
 heads and all staked, or tagged  (indicated  by white  tape) trees and  
 bushes.
 i. The fence either  side of the Public footpath  when  playing  the 1st hole.
 ii. The old  deer-fence  posts  on the right  hand side of the 12th hole.
 In addition,  if any Immovable  obstruction,  on or within  two  club-lengths  
 of the putting  green of the hole being  played,  intervenes  on the line of  
 play between  the ball and the hole the player  may obtain  relief,  without   
 penalty,  as follows:-  If the ball lies off  the putting  green but  not  in a 
 hazard it may be lifted,  cleaned, and dropped  at the nearest point

6. OVERHEAD WIRES
 A ball hitting  any overhead  wires  crossing  the course MUST be  
 immediately  replayed  without  penalty.

7. MEASURING DEVICES (Rule 14.3 )
 For all play at this course,  a player  may obtain  distance  information  by  
 using  a device  that measures distance  only.  If, during  a stipulated  round,   
 a player  uses a distance-measuring  device  that is designed  to gauge  
 or measure other  conditions  that might  affect his play (e.g. gradient,  wind   
 speed, temperature,  etc.), the player  is in breach of Rule 14-3, for  which   
 the penalty   disquali�cation,  regardless  of whether  any such additional   
 function  is actually  used.
